Year 5 Overview- Spring Term 2
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This term we will be reading Kensuke’s Kingdom. We will use our inference skills to try to understand how the characters are feeling throughout their journey. We will be creating pieces of writing, artwork and drama based on this. The children will be continuing to work on spelling patterns and should be practising their spelling words at home, each week using Spelling Shed. We will be working on different reading skills this half term such as finding evidence to support answers in a text and distinguishing between fact and opinion. We will continue to work on our writing skills and will be attempting to use relative clauses, parenthesis and a range of punctuation in our writing, whilst making sure that our writing is lively and interesting to read.

	How you can help at home:


Please read regularly with your child emphasising expression and use of punctuation.
Discuss your child’s reading book e.g. How does it begin? How are characters represented /described? 
When your child reads at home to you, please record this in their reading journal, even if it is not a book from school, as it helps us to know how often he/she is reading. 
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This half term, we will continue to look at solving problems involving all four operations (multiplication, division, addition and subtraction). We will also be learning about percentages, fractions and decimals. 
We will be developing our skills in a range of ways including using a range mathematical equipment and diagrams. 

	How you can help at home:
Continue to practise tables, associated divisions and other number facts eg. sums to 100, subtracting two-digit numbers.
Identify and interpret whole and decimal numbers in real life contexts e.g. money, weight.
Tell the time regularly and calculate how long until an event (this is important if your child can not tell the time).
Help with homework set.
Use Mathletics regularly.
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This half term, we will be learning more about 3D artwork and will develop sketching techniques such as cross hatching to create tone.

	How you can help at home:
Look at 3D artwork at home and discuss techniques used. 



	Music: 
This half term we will be listening to pieces of music inspired by the Holi festival. We will then have a go at composing and performing our own pieces of music inspired by this. 
	Listen to a range of music at home and encourage the children to talk about what they like/dislike about the pieces, explain their preferences.

	Geography:

We will be learning the countries that make up the continent, finding out about the physical and human features as well as learning about natural disasters. 

	How you can help at home:
Please discuss what they have learnt in geography lessons, at home, encouraging research using the Internet and books from the library to further develop your child’s understanding. 








	Science:  
The children will be starting a new topic: Living things and habitats
In this unit, the children will learn how to describe the differences in the life cycles of a mammal, an amphibian, an insect and a bird. They will also learn to describe the life process of reproduction in some plants and animals.


	
You can help at home by discussing life cycles and looking out for examples of them e.g. frog spawn/tadpoles. You could also explore the website together, below:

	PSHE: 
Our new topic for this term is ‘Healthy Me’
The children will be learning all about different ways in which we can be healthy, including learning about physical and mental health as well as learning about keeping safe. 
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RE:
This half term, the children will be finding out more about Judaism. We will be exploring the question: Why is the Torah so important to Jewish people? We will look at similarities and differences between Christianity and Judaism. 
 
	How you can help at home:
Talk about ways to keep healthy at home with your child. Discuss mental health and strategies to help us to feel calm and happy.

	PE: 
The children will be learning about outdoor adventurous activities this half term, in addition to gymnastics lessons. PE lessons will be run by our PE coach, Mr D. PE will be on Thursdays. Please ensure your child comes to school wearing their kit on these days, wearing no jewellery. 
 

	How you can help at home:
Encourage your child to exercise at home and talk about eating a healthy diet with them.
